What are national parks?

+ There are 15 national parks in the UK. These are
areas of natural beauty that are protected by the
government.

+ National parks in England include the Peak District,
the Lake District and the Yorkshire Dales.

Have you ever wanted to experience nature
or the wild? A new report says that children
should get the chance to do just that!
The report says that some young people
are missing out on experiencing the natural

environment. It wants more to be done so more
people can enjoy the wonders of nature.

One recommendation is for children to spend
“night under the stars in a national landscape”.
The report says this would allow children to
understand more about what a national park is.

The government has been looking at how
more people can become interested in national
parks. It's nearly 70 years since the first ones
were created. These were the Peak District,
‘Snowdonia, the Lake District and Dartmoor.

The government is looking at how they can be
enjoyed by future generations.

The report was written by Julian Glover, a
writer and journalist. The report he has written
says that national parks in England face a series
of challenges. These include climate change, the
Loss of a variety of species and more people living
in towns.

Julian Glover goes on to say that national
parks should be a “positive force” for
people’s “wellbeing”.

The 15 national parks in the UK are areas
which are protected by the government for
people to enjoy. Many people enjoy visiting them.

In fact, a government report in 2016 said that
they had 90 million visitors every year. However,

national parks are not just where people spend

their leisure time. Many people live and work in
the national parks.

National parks also have unique types of
physical geography, such as the open moorland
of the Peak District. Malham Cove, a large
limestone cliff, is a popular location in the
Yorkshire Dales.

Today's report hopes that people in the future
can continue to enjoy them.
